	Students will take notes from the PowerPoint introducing Compound Sentences. Then the teacher will model have to combine sentences. Then we will do some together, and assign 5 to do as independent practice and exit ticket.
The students will then think pair about some of the characteristics of some of the parks that they have been to. Students will watch a brief clip about national parks. Then as a class we will do a concept map web discussing the characteristics of a national park.

Vocabulary practice and Combining sentences activity sheet 
	Students will be introduced to grade level vocabulary for this week’s story. . Students will share their knowledge of the vocabulary by giving thumbs up or thumbs down 

Then the teacher will review combining sentences using conjunctions via PowerPoint. We will do 2 examples together, from  homework then the students will combine two sentences independently to turn in as a exit ticket
Then we will orally review main idea, topic sentence, and fact and opinion. We will do an activity sheet together identifying the main idea, topic sentence, and facts and opinion of the selection. 

Homework

Activity sheet on main idea and Combining sentences
	The teacher will build on combining simple sentences with adding the concept of combining sentences with similar subjects and predicates via PowerPoint.
Then the students will be split into workstation groups. We will have 3 groups. We will have a group on the computer, a group playing education games via textile, and a group with the teacher in a guided reading session. We will be all working on the same skills. (ie. Author’s purpose, main idea, summarizing, and  sequencing )

	Teacher will review compound sentences and extend the lesson by introducing combining run on sentences using conjunctions via PowerPoint. The Teacher will model, then we will do some together as a class, and assign some for independent practice.

Teacher will take picture walk of the story, “Letters Home from Yosemite.” The students will make predictions. 
Teacher will then read the story, Letters Home from Yosemite and the students will answer Comprehension questions (i.e. character, setting, plot, sequence, Main idea, summarizing, etc.)

After reading the story the students will take a selection test on the story.
After they are finish with the selection test, the will be prompted to create a travel brochure of an exciting place that they have visited.

Next, they will take weekly assessments. 

Then we will do the Read Aloud, Tales of a Fourth Grade Nothing.
