Lesson Plan Title:

4th Social Studies Cardinal Directions using the United States Map
Pre-Planning:

1. What are the learning styles/modalities represented in this class?  What instrument did you use to determine learning styles/modalities and what were the results? There are visual and kinesthetic learners in my class. I used a questionnaire assessment at the beginning of the school year to determine the different modalities in my class.
2. How did you pre-assess? I put the words Cardinal Directions and drew the symbols with the words North, South, West, and East on the board and asked my students to put thumps up if they knew anything about the subject and thumps down if they did not. If the students put their thump up, I asked them to tell me a little bit about what they knew to see if they knew the correct information.
3. What were the results of your formative assessments (write out below)?  What does this tell you? I discovered that half of the students had little or no knowledge about Cardinal directions and the other half had some knowledge but it was not all correct. This tells me that I need to start from scratch teaching the lesson to ensure all me students understand the concept.

How will you introduce this lesson (introduction)? After the students watch the video, I will ask the students some probing questions about the video.
Examples:
Tell me what you saw in the video?

How many states are there in the United States?
How many capitals are in the United States?

What state do we live in?

What is our Capital?

Do we have any students that have lived in another state before?

A. Teacher Modeling or Demonstration:
Good Afternoon Class,

Today we will be talking about Cardinal Directions as it relate to Tennessee and the surrounding states.

The teacher will write the standard on the board. Then say the standard out loud. Then have the students repeat the standard out loud. So they will know what is expected.

Standard:

Then we will proceed with the lesson. Cardinal directions are the four cardinal points that are the directions of north, east, south, and west, commonly denoted by their initials: N, E, S, W. The north point is up above, south is below, the west is to the left, and the east is to the right. I also remember the the west to east points because when you are looking at them on the map correctly it spells WE. 

Now lets practice, everyone stand to your feet. We are going to play a game called Simon Says. The rules to the game is when I say “simon says” you are suppose to perform the task and if I do not say “simon says” you do not. During this game I will ask the students to examply and say the cardinal directions for the answers to the questions. The game is expected to last about 10 minutes. The game will be used as an informal assessment to see if the students are grasping the concept. 
Examples:

Where is the sun? nothing because I did not say simon says

Simon says, “ When is the sun? the students will point up and say in the North

Etc………
B. Guided Practice:  
Then after the game the students will be placed in to 4 groups 5. They will be grouped according to informal assessment. The students that mastered the concept will be group A, the students that have way mastered will be Group B, and the students that need some each instruction and/ or the SPED and ESL will be Group C. I will give each group a US map with just the southeast states on them. They will be responsible for listing the states and their capitals that are surrounding Memphis, Tennessee to the north, south, west, and east. There are 3 states to the North, 3 to the south, 1 state to the west, and 1 state to the east. 
North= Springfield Missouri, Frankfort Kentucky, Richmond Virginia

South= Jackson Mississippi, Montgomery Alabama, Atlanta Georgia

West= Little Rock Arkansas

East= Raleigh North Carolina
C. Independent Practice: 

The students will be given an Activity enhancement sheet. The worksheet will be a US Map that focuses on the southeast region and the primary religion of each state. The students will be given clues to locate a state or capital and then tell me the cardinal direction they would need to go to get to another state or capital. The students will also need to tell me what the primary religion is for the state they are going to. The enhancement worksheets will be modified to accommodate each group. Primary 
Examples:

If I am in Memphis and want to go to Atlanta which directions should I go? What is the primary religion of the place you are going to? South , Baptist
If I am in Arkansas and want to visit my sister in North Carolina which direction should I go? What is the primary religion of North Carolina? East, Baptist
D. Enrichment/Remediation (Homework):

The students will be allowed to finish the enhancement worksheet for homework. The assignment will help the students apply what they learned about cardinal directions to the US map. This assignment will be used as a formative assessment and will receive a class work/ homework grade.
Formal/Summative Assessment:
The formative assessment will be the enhancement worksheet. The formative assessment will be followed up by a summative assessment at the end of the week. The summative assessment will be another activity sheet just like the one they had for homework with clues to determine the cardinal direction.

Learner Reflection and Closure:

The students will be asked to write down a question, concern, or something important about the lesson we just learned. This will be their ticket out the classroom. I will use this tool to see if any of the students are still confused about cardinal directions.
